�A brief title that is descriptive of the problem being addressed in the paper


�The ESIP  group  that is focused on the topic and generated the summary document


�The names, organizational information, and contact information for contributors to the summary


�Select appropriate terms related to the problem and solutions


�Summary of the problem, current solution set, and remaining challenges (~200 word abstract)


�Description of the data management/interoperability/use problem being considered (~500 words, with 1-2 figures)


�Summary of available solution models/technologies/community development activities that can be used to address the identified problem (~1000 words, with 1-2 figures). This discussion can serve as the context for the more detailed information available through the “Resources” provided later in the document. 


�I wholeheartedly agree with the description you have in comments for this section One concern is that without the comment text, the title “State of the Art” can imply an expert comprehensive canvas of available solutions.  Although that would be ideal, I believe in general folks – especially in science fields – are hesitant to claim knowledge of all options, which are the best, and why. Is there another phrase we could use here? Perhaps ‘Solution Options for Addressing the Problem’? Or something else that implies there is a status, some comparison has been done, and here is a proposed solution?


�What are the gaps between the stated problem, and the described solutions. What additional research/development/community engagement is required to fill this gap? (~500 words)


�Where can a reader go for more detailed information to learn more about the proposed solutions (as many as needed). 


�Self-explanatory. There may be some overlap with the resources section, but this is the more traditional citation list. 
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
